° Carts must be at least 4 feet from other
carts and other objects.

o Containers must be rinsed and cleaned.
° Do not oveffill carts, lids must be closed.

. Place carts with arrows facing toward the
street.

If you miss a pick up and would like to dispose of
recyclables at the Transfer Station, there are
containers located at the facility for their collection.

Remember collection pick up days may be adjusted
when a Holiday falls within the collection week.
Collection schedules are posted on the Town
Website at www.plymouthct.us or you may request
a copy through the Public Works Dept.

Do
not leave at the curb for more than one day.
